Week 1 brought the multi-church gang from Greensboro, NC which took on the moving of
the kitchen sink as well as the hot water heater and the extensive replumbing that went with
both jobs. This was done in anticipation of extending the family’s existing living room.

From Laurinburg, NC the Week two volunteers from First UMC completed the remodeling
of the kitchen and began the digging of postholes for the carport that was going to cover their
leaking roof. Upon the astute observation of a group leader the crew asked about building a
railing to contain rambunctious Timmy and we agreed that it was a great idea. When the NC
group left on Friday, Bec's kitchen looked completely different and she could let Timmy go
outside without worrying about him falling off the porch or running off without her knowing.

During Week 3 two groups from Liberty Corner Presbyterian Church in Liberty Corner,
NJ continued work on the carport and began digging the foundation of the room addition.
Week four was a busy week with the crew from First Trinitarian Congregation Church in
Scituate, MA putting down floors and putting up walls making the project actually look like a
room! From the midpoint of the summer, work at Hokie Pokie was tireless. The volunteers
from University Presbyterian and Cane Creek Baptist Churches in NC were extremely busy
Week five setting posts for the carport as well as building rafter and laying the sheeting on the
roof. This massive carport was coming together nicely and Robbie didn't completely recognize
his home when work finished at the end of the week.

Week six found two crews from Lititz UMC in Lititz, PA shingling and installing guttering
along the new carport. I must say their artistic side definitely came out as they created
beautiful patterns with the different colors of shingles that had been donated to us. With the
end of Week six the room addition needed siding and the interior was still bare but that was no
trouble for the crews that followed.

Down from the north came Bethel UMC from Bethel, CT and their three, yes three crews
tackled many projects during Week seven. Rough cut lumber was being put up as siding, the
trailer walls were coming down and rough electrical was being installed. The rooms officially
became divided and the trailer was officially expanded when the final crew from Oak Park, IL
came to town Week eight. A multitude of hands went to work both inside and out as the projec
came to completion. Working like a crew from Monster House, they set a list of tasks each day
on a poster board nailed to a tree and as each was completed they celebrated by marking them
off. Before our eyes siding was completed, boxing in of the carport was done, sheetrock was
hung and carpet was laid.
