“Radical Outreach”

Followers of Jesus Christ participate in God’s movements of Radical
Outreach. Let us first begin our reflection concerning Radical Out-
reach by thinking about a couple of the extraordinary ways God
reaches out to humanity.

Our reflection takes us on a journey back in time to the Jordan River
located near the Sea of Galilee. John, the Baptizer, stands in the Jor-
dan River. Persons walk into the river. John takes them and lowers
them under the water. He lets them know that God washes away
their sins. They are dying to self and letting it be known that they are
now ready to receive the one who is coming after John who will bap-
tize them with the Holy Spirit and with fire.

As he is baptizing people, Jesus Christ wades into the water. John
feels unworthy to put Jesus under the water.
