Tuesday, June 5, 7:30 PM:  “Love’s Enduring Promise ”  

 

Based on Janette Oke’s best-selling novel, this poignant sequel 
to Love Comes Softly will draw you in form beginning to end.  
Missie Davis (January Jones) is devoted equally to teaching 
school and doing her fair share on the farm.  When a handsome 
railroad heir (Mackenzie Astin) starts to woo her, Missie is 
nearly swept off her feet.  That is, until a mysterious stranger 
(Logan Bartholomew) with troubled past shows up.  Torn be-
tween two very different men, Missie learns what is truly impor-
tant in this inspiring film. 

  
Tuesday, June 12, 7:30 PM:  “Francis of Assisi”  

 

Born into a life of privilege, passion and extravagance Francis of 
Assisi would become one of the most beloved and revered 
saints in history.  Bradford Dillman delivers a gripping perform-
ance as the lusty adventurer who hears the voice of God and 
answers by abandoning his secular life.  Trading in his sword for 
a cross, he rises to glory…only to see his life’s work threatened 
by a corrupt and jealous church hierarchy.  Helmed by famed 
Casablanca director Michael Curtiz, this epic tale of courage 
and sacrifice will inspire the entire family. 

An interesting way to delve deeper into scriptures occurs when we prayer-
fully ponder a text's meaning and put the verses in to our own words.  Creat-
ing a paraphrase can help us connect more to God th rough this explora-
tion.  Before entering into this endeavor, it's a g ood idea to remember what 
Jesus Christ told his disciples prior to his death.   When the Spirit of truth 
comes, he will guide you into all the truth.  (John  16:13). 
  
So, we begin by praying, "God, we trust the promise  you made through Je-
sus.  As we reflect upon the meaning of Romans 5:1-5, guide us into the 
truth, truth that will transform our lives."  
  
Now, let's look at this text one verse at a time.  Then I will write a paraphrase 
for each verse.  This will be in parentheses.  
  
Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have  peace with God through 
our Lord Jesus Christ,  (Verse 1).  
(God does not sever relationship with us because of  our imperfections but 
grants us access to his love and wholeness through the Lord of our lives: 
Jesus Christ.)  
  
through whom we have obtained access to this grace in which we stand;  
(Verse 2:a).  
(We get to swim in the river of God's love and spir it because of the life, death, 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ.)  
  
and we boast in our hope of sharing the glory of Go d.  (Verse 2:b).  
(We no longer pursue personal pride and recognition .  We love it when God 
is revealed.)  
  
And not only that, but we also boast in our sufferi ngs, knowing that suffering 
produces endurance, (Verse 3).  
(We give our suffering to God, and suffering helps us learn to wait on the ful-
fillment of God's promises.)  
  
and endurance produces character, and character pro duces hope, (Verse 4).  
(keeping at faith even when it's rough helps us rec eive the character of Jesus 
Christ, his character woven to ours produces the fa bric of hope,)  
  
and hope does not disappoint us, because God's love  has been poured into 
our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been gi ven to us. (Verse 5).  
(hope that comes from God lasts forever, because we  are riding in the cur-
rent of God's love; love that pours through us well ing up from the greatest 
spring of all: the Holy Spirit).   
  
Give it a try.  Choose one of your favorite scriptu ral passages and open up 
the discoveries paraphrasing brings.
