"Becoming A Contagious Christian" 
  
The first time I heard Becoming A Contagious Christian used as a ser-
mon title I heard several persons say, "When we're full of the love of 
Jesus Christ, we will automatically be persons who share his love 
with others."  I agreed.  God did not equip each of  us with an On and 
Off switch.  Followers of Jesus Christ are constantly on duty.  Be-
cause we are in constant relationship with our Lord , Savior, and 
Friend: Jesus Christ, we continually shine with his  love. 
  
Think about your relationships.  Particularly, let' s think about relation-
ships we are in with persons who are not yet Christ ian.  Over time, ask 
God through prayer to help you find ways to listen to them share 
about their faith.  This will open up the door for you to share about 
your faith.  It is important that we look for oppor tunities to share invi-
tations with our friends to receive Christ as the o ne who gives us the 
most meaning in life.  This will probably involve s everal conversations 
over time.  Ask God to help you let go of your fear  of offending your 
friend or entering into too personal of a subject.  Remember God is 
already at work on your friend.  Remember you're sh aring faith with 
your friend because you care about him/her.  It's o ur job to do the in-
viting.  God will do the converting. 
  
Also, let us think about our relationships with per sons who 
are Christians but do not participate actively in a  community of 
faith.  Look for prayerful opportunities to talk ab out how participating 
actively in the disciplines of our faith with other  sisters and broth-
ers has helped you to grow up in Christ so much fas ter.  It's a lot like 
comparing someone who works out on a regular basis at a fitness 
center with someone who only works out every now and then.  Our 
spiritual health works a lot like our physical heal th.  Those who work 
out on a regular basis find that they tend to do be st when they either 
work with a trainer or a partner.  They help keep e ach other account-
able.  Persons who participate in the practices of faith on a regular ba-
sis with other followers of Jesus Christ experience  fulfillment a whole 
lot more than persons who try to make it and work out on their own. 
  
"God, empower us to become a congregation full of Contagious Chris-
tians, persons who constantly seek to develop relationsh ips in which 
we look for the joy of sharing our faith, leading p ersons who are not 
yet followers of Jesus Christ to become followers w ho know the joy of 
being part of a fellowship like Hinshaw Church."
