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Stewardship… There, I said the word. It is a simple little word that seems to have varied impact on people.  
Some people just gloss right over the word without giving it any thought.  Others will get defensive over the 
word, automatically going through their mental calendar. (I’m already over committed. There is no way I can 
take on one more task. Isn’t it time for someone else to step forward.).  Still others become excited, anticipat-
ing new challenges. (I’ve always wanted to be part of that, maybe I can share some ideas. When do we get 
started.).  Actually these are the extremes, and we all tend to go through several variants of these reactions, de-
pending on the complexities and challenges we may be currently facing in our own lives. 
 
Instead of Stewardship, let’s substitute another word with a more practical understanding… partnership.  After 
all isn’t this the ultimate goal of stewardship; to partner with other Christians and to pool our many different 
skills, talents and gifts to achieve a common goal of ministry. That is what Jesus did with his disciples.  He 
called together persons of different backgrounds, different skills to follow him. Then he partnered them to-
gether through his teachings and through the Holy Spirit, and challenged them to carry on his ministry in the 
world. 
 
So we are partners in our ministry work at Hinshaw.  And just as business partners make investments in the 
business with the hope of reaping a return, we also can make investments in the ministries of Hinshaw UMC 
with the guarantee of  both spiritual and community returns.  But how?  How can we invest in our ministries.  
We can do that through the investment of our Time, our Talents, our Prayers and our Gifts.  The Stewardship 
committee has as its core task the call to partner with the different committees and groups of Hinshaw to grow 
the investments into our ministries. 
 
On Sunday August 28th, the Stewardship Committee is hosting a workshop for all of the Hinshaw Church 
Committees to discover together how we can grow the investment of stewardship in our ministries by as much 
as 10% over the next year.  The workshop will be held in the Fellowship Hall from 3:00-5:00 pm. We are ask-
ing that each Church Committee and formal group in the church elect at least 2 representatives to attend this 
workshop.  We have planned what we hope will be an exciting learning and growing experience. We believe 
that every representative will come away with ideas to share with their groups on how each committee works 
as an extension of all others. Also how the stewardship committee can be an active resource in growing and 
achieving your ministry goals. 
 
The Stewardship committee knows that we have taken on a large task.  But we also know the strength and 
willingness of the people of Hinshaw to invest in our ministries, and the strong desire to see the light of Christ 
carried out into the world.  We ask that each committee act quickly to elect their delegates to this workshop, 
and contact the church office to let them know who will be representing your group.  The Stewardship com-
mittee is excited to offer this opportunity to our Partners in Christ.

NEWS FROM HINSHAW UMW  
  
Ann Hardeman, CP of Circle 2, made arrangements for us to visit the Mission Re-
sponse Center in Mooresville (about 1-1/4 hours drive) to do volunteer work for a 
few hours.  We wanted this hands-on experience for us in order to do the best job 
possible to respond to disasters and to send AGAPE containers to Armenia.  Ann 
Hardeman, Lois Fowler, Beatriz Montano, Betty Reddick, Dot Shaw, and Martha 
Waynick left the church at 8:45 AM on Thursday, July 21, for the Center.  When we 
got there we found the Center Director, Dwaine Morgan,  with the Deputy Sher-
iff.  Someone had tried to burglarize the Center, but they were unable to get 
in.  Dwayne and another employee worked on the door after he put us to work in-
side. 
  
The Center is a warehouse with many labels hanging from the ceiling categorizing 
where each box should be stored until ready to be shipped.  On one side were the 
boxes that had been opened, and inspected  to see if each was packed and labeled 
correctly.  On the other side were the boxes as they were received by The Cen-
ter.  There was a section for Armenia and a section for UMCOR.  It was good to see 
many boxes from other churches in the WNCC.  We came away with the lesson that 
from that day forward to ALWAYS FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS TO THE LET-
TER, i.e.:  pack all meat into boxes labeled "meat", etc.; the same for each kind of 
clothing, shoes, etc.  Even label a box as "only canned beans" or "only dried 
beans".  It is important to be that specific.  Check expiration dates.  Use a good box 
and less tape.  Label correctly.  Never waste even an inch of space.  Overfill clothing 
boxes as it will pack down.  Use smaller boxes for heavy items such as meat due to 
weight of box in handling.  We repacked and relabeled many boxes. 
  
The container on the premises will not be shipped until after the October pickup.  Dwaine needs lots of volun-
teers to do what we did today.  We felt our efforts were needed and worthwhile, and we all said we would like 
to do it again.  They do not permit children on the premises because a warehouse is potentially a dangerous 
place, but it could be a good mission project for the UMYF.  They recommend 1 adult for every 4 youth and 
no youth under 16 can use a box cutter.  Dwaine made another appeal - they need money not only to help 
transport the container to Armenia, but they desperately need funds to ship the boxes overland to Spitak.  We 
could help with this.
