 One of the most meaningful ways to prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus Christ occurs when we reach out 
to touch someone who is suffering.  Many persons in our community feel overwhelmed by various kinds of 
pain.  Many persons in our community feel alone and abandoned. 
 
 When we reach out to touch the pain of another, we become Christmas messengers! 
 
 Think about it.  Through the conception and birth of Jesus Christ upon the earth, God entered into the pain 
of humanity and breathed into being the gifts of everlasting agape, compassion, hope, and shalom.  Christ-
mas makes clear the “Good News” that God enters into human suffering.  God does not abandon us.  In-
deed, God seeks us out.  When you visit someone who is hurting and truly listen to him or her with your 
whole heart, you become a vessel of God who enters into someone else’s place.  God turn your tears into 
healing vessels of incarnation.  For instance, when I visit with someone who is hurting, I prayerfully sense 
the presence of the Holy Spirit, and I ask God to help me listen out for what he is up to in this person’s life.  
After listening a while, we open up the scriptures and read them aloud.  Sometimes we sing.  A transforma-
tion occurs.  When we begin the visit, we feel despair. Some time during the visit God changes despair into 
hope, and we feel like we are not alone.  We don’t know how it happened, but a new awareness has been 
put upon us, an awareness that penetrates our thoughts and our feelings, “With God all things are possible!”   
 
 What are some ways we can continue to reach out and touch the pain of another?  Intercessory prayer.  Get 
together with a Christian sister or brother and visit someone who is home bound.  Relieve a care-giver by 
“sitting” with their loved one.  Visit residents of a nursing care center.  Deliver meals to persons who are 
home bound.  Serve meals at Greensboro Urban Ministry.  Enter into a caring conversation with someone 
you are waiting in the “check-out” line with at the store.  Reach out to a child or youth in a special way.  
Ask the Father to help you tune into the Holy Spirit and make you a better listener to him and others. 
 
 Thank you for all of the caring ways you reach out to touch others with the love of Jesus Christ.  Your 
Christ-like caring ways will help others believe, “With God all things are possible!”
