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Prayerfully Written  - December 2004 
Do you enjoy hiking?  One of my favorite things to do is take a hike in the mountains.  I enjoy prayerfully 
exploring God’s beauty revealed in the glistening ice topped mountains; the radiating sunsets that bring out 
a creative array of colors that only the perfect artist, God, can craft; listening for the birds to sing new life 
giving symphonies; and watching a doe and fawn scurry through the woods. 
 
As much as I love hikes through the woods, the hikes I love the most take place with my church family.  I 
am passionate about following Jesus Christ.  I am passionate about walking with my fellow sisters and 
brothers on the pilgrimage of Christ-like conversion. 
 
This brings to mind a recent walk.  November 10, 2004 I took my first walk in a labyrinth.  A labyrinth is a 
maze shaped circle that leads to a destination that is supposed to represent God.  As I entered the labyrinth, 
I thought I would walk immediately, with little effort, straight to the center, the heart of God.  It did not 
turn out to be that easy.  The labyrinth is full of fast steps and slow steps, straight lines, and gentle curves.  
Some times you walk toward the center of the circle, some times you turn away. 
 
Along the way, I thought about how walking the labyrinth is a lot like walking with the church on the path 
of conversion.  On this hike, Jesus Christ wraps his arms around us.  Sometimes it seems like we are walk-
ing at a fast pace.  Other times it seems like we are walking at a slow pace.  In order to stay together, we 
must prayerfully adjust our pace to the step and rhythm of our Savior and Lord. 
 
Sometimes we are tempted to stray away from our companions on the journey.  The longer we walk with 
one another, the more we see each other’s strengths and gifts, each other’s wounds and weaknesses.  
Sometimes we get irritated with one another’s lack of commitment, discipline, and grace. We become 
tempted to leave our companions in search of a group of perfect travelers, but we never discover such a 
group of “ideal” beings because Christ-like love and intimacy uncovers wounds we have suffered along the 
way.  Unless we stick by one another, how can we be healed?  How can we be whole?  How can we be 
saved? 
 
Let us remember-this journey is sacred.  God has entrusted us with each other’s becoming.  God empowers 
us to look for and bring out Christ in the other.  As we walk, let us share our sacred stories.  Let us look for 
the finger-prints of God.  Let us pray, “Jesus, stop with us to rest as we reach out to touch each other’s 
pain.”  “Jesus, teach us new traveling songs to help us encourage one another along the way.”  “Life is hard 
enough without taking out the pain of the world on our Christian friends.”  “Help us be there for each other 
like Christ is always here for us.” 
 
Recently, one of the best ways I have witnessed our church involved in the journey of Christian conversion 
is through the Christ-like ways our church family is walking with our beloved sister-Blondell Bowman and  
family.  May God heal Renee and continue to heal all of  us as we carry each other through crisis and learn 
how to love. 
 
Praise God, he took a hike into our lives when the Word became flesh, incarnate, in Jesus Christ.  How can 
we celebrate the true meaning of Christmas?  The hikes we take have a profound bearing upon the path 
ways of the world.  Take a hike in the labyrinth of Christ-like conversion.
