What's Ash Wednesday and What's Lent?

Ash Wednesdaybegins a forty day period during which Christians remember their sinfulepesity ask God's forgive-
ness, and recognize that God's forgiveness comes at an infinite phieaeleath of Christ on the cross on our behalf. It is
not meant as a time of false humility or prideful self-sacrifice.nimels us that our sin separates us from God, who
"demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinnetist @led for us" (Rom. 5:8). On Ash
Wednesday, the church marks the beginning of this period with a speciaésetplaining the season, calling the peo-
ple to repentance, signifying repentance with ashes, by which a croaskisd on the forehead of the penitent Christian.
Ash Wednesday should remind Christians that they are sinners in neediof aagal that their salvation comes at the
sacrifice of God's Son:

The wordLent has an obscure origin, and is probably a corruption of similar terms in aAogiot Saxon, and Ger-
manic languages, all of which referred to spring, new life, and hope. Although ritésaig considered to be a time of
mourning and repentance, it is also designated as a time of new life and hayse lilycaeans of the death of Christ,
we receive new life.

The Lenten period is calculated to extend from Easter or Resurrection Swawdapr forty days, not including Sun-
days. Sundays are not included because they commemorate Christ's gletimegtien on "the day after the Sabbath,"
"the first day of the week," "the Lord's day." During Lent Christiangd@o®ntemplate their sinfulness, repent, ask God's
forgiveness, and realize the infinite sacrifice God made on their béhslfo be a time of quiet contemplation, but not a
time of despair, since it culminates in the commemoration of the reame

Some Christians abstain from a normal part of their daily routine duringd.esmtind them of the sacrifice of Christ.
Some might refrain from eating certain favorite foods, or from frivkentertainment, etc. Some Christians commit to a
sacrifice that can benefit the less fortunate, such as not eating imgt ldeimt and then donating those unused dining
funds to a local soup kitchen or food bank. Many churches have mid-week Lenteessexmimetimes followed by a
simple meal. Services focus on the events leading up to the Last Suppeis Bétrigyal, arrest, crucifixion, burial, and

finally, His triumphant resurrection.

New Law Encourages Tsunami Relief Contributions

GREENSBORO - The Internal Revenue Service alerted taxpayersemhiaetdeductions that they may
claim on their 2004 tax returns charitable donations made during Jan. 2005 for relief ofithe o the
Indian Ocean Tsunami.

The new law enacted on Jan. 7 allows these donations to be deducted as if they wereDeada&lgn
2004.

"There are no extra forms to fill out or any additional burdens for taxpayeid JR& Commissioner

Mark W. Everson. "As long as you send your check by the end of the month, the donation walidak tre
just like it was still 2004."

The new law only allows for cash contributions. The contributions must be madecstligdidir the re-

lief of victims in areas affected by the Dec. 26, 2004, tsunami in the Indiam.OTha new law gives
taxpayers the option of deducting the contributions on either their 2004 or 2005 returns, but not both.
The IRS advises taxpayers to be sure their contributions go to qualifietlieshdiaxpayers who have a
specific charity in mind can make sure that it is a qualified charity by dosggrch on IRS.gov. Some
organizations, such as churches or governments, may be qualified even thougé tidyisted on
IRS.gov. For information on groups involved in tsunami relief, donors can also look to the SEAHD
http://www.usaid.gov/locations/asia_near_east/tsunami/ngolistditdSA Freedom Corps at
http://www.usafreedomcorps.gov

The IRS reminds donors that contributions to foreign organizations generatigtateductible.

IRS Publication 526, Charitable Contributions, provides information on making contributionsiteshar
Publication 3833, Disaster Relief: Providing Assistance through Charitagéani@ations, explains how the
public can use charitable organizations to help victims of disasters, and how newairgasican obtain tax-
exempt status. Both publications are available on IRS.gov.

When donors make contributions to assist the victims of the tsunami, they should notagedhes to that
effect. Donors may want to notate the memo field of checks they send thatonisilaution to help tsunami
victims.
