"What's your new year's resolution Grandpa?" "Jimmy, my new year's resolution can be 
summed up in a few words: live each moment to its fullest."  "Jimmy, what are your new year's 
resolutions?"  "I only have one, Grandpa.  It pretty much takes care of the rest.  I want to be 
more like you."   
  
Are you living the kind of life that others want to emulate? 
  
It is helpful for followers of Jesus Christ to set goals, to work on our resumes of Christian dis-
cipleship.  Authentic followers of Jesus Christ always look for ways we can participate in the 
journey of holiness God has in store for us.  As you begin the New Year, I encourage you to set 
aside some sacred time and answer the following question: What Christ-like practices will I 
embody on a daily basis? Answering this question will help you to form a daily rule to order 
your life by.  For instance, a daily rule might look something like this... 
  
I will read one chapter of scripture each day.  I will do this in the morning.  I will seek to form 
my day around that passage.  I will seek to find Christ in everyone I meet.  I will say a brief 
prayer for everyone I meet.  At the end of the day, I will take time out to thank God for the 
blessings of the day.   
  
Also, it is helpful to form a weekly rule of life.  A weekly rule of life might go something 
like....  
  
I will gather with my church family for worship every Sunday. I will participate in at least one 
small group that will help me grow in faith.  I will seek to invite at least one person or family 
to church each week.  I will seek to help someone in need each week. 
  
I also know some persons who include a rule of life for the year.  For instance, I know some-
one who takes a two day retreat for prayer and re-creation once every three months.  This re-
treat gives her perspective and helps her fill the rest of her time on quality filled mo-
ments focusing upon what really matters.  She says in order to spend your time doing what 
really matters you have to first of all spend special time with the One who really matters; the 
triune God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

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Christmas on the Church Lawn  
 What a great time on the lawn at Christmas! The Live Nativity Scene went well! It put us out 
on the lawn and in touch with a lot of folks.   Kids of all ages worked hard building as well as having 
done a super job of coming out to perform!  Live Nativity is a way to share Christ and to view the 
world by getting  to know the neighborhood.  Each year there are old and new guests who come to the 
fence and new generations always sharing the birth of Jesus.  Standing by the scene and looking 
across the lawn to our new church doors decorated with the wreaths and the church lit up …it was 
heart warming.  The doors are the passageway to the sanctuary where we worship our Lord and grow. 
Our doors are always open. 
    A while back church folks were pretty simple. Norman Rockwell depicted the two predomi-
nate types of church folks in his 1959 painting entitled “Sunday Morning”.  In the painting Mom and 
the kids are all dressed up and lined up heading out the door to church.  Dad the slacker, the loafer is 
flopped in a chair reading a newspaper and drinking coffee in his pajamas. What a picture!  Norman 
Rockwell used for that day and time, a modern chair and modern architecture and dress in his picture.  
If Norman could only have seen into the future and  known that things would get a lot different. Now 
after almost fifty years and several more generations there are many people who have never even been 
to church. Children have been born and raised  and now raise their children with no idea what the in-
side of a church looks like, what goes on inside and most importantly why. At church I’ve recently 
greeted a Greensboro born and raised person and invited them to meet me in the sanctuary in few min-
utes only to have them ask “What’s the sanctuary?” It became more and more apparent that the lan-
guage of church was unknown.  The pulpit , the chancel choir, the narthex, the affirmation of faith, 
faith, prayers of intersession, prayers of thanksgiving, New Testament, Old Testament, gospels and 
many other words and tools of  our faith and church had never been spoken in this guy’s presence.  
We were going to start from scratch.   It makes me wonder how our society is going to function if 
churches roll up the sidewalk and go away to a more easier more comfortable place where everyone 
speaks church correctly. What happens when church folks don’t make friends with those who are 
searching? 

 The imaginary “how to book” or ” play book” for church in 1959 could have been written 
with a table of contents that listed only a few items of how to reach people, teach people and operate 
as a church. Folks pretty much kept it simple.  The imaginary “how-to-do church” or “playbook” for 
2007 would have many pages for a table of contents and hundreds of pages of text.  We live in a very, 
very complicated society.  If Norman Rockwell was alive and well and thinking about painting the 
same theme in 2007, what would he paint that would tell the story that he did in 1959? 

The church doors and the live nativity scene tell a story.  Hinshaw was once named Midway – 
it was midway between two towns.  It was a rural community that needed a community church.  That 
community need is still there, and the mission of the church is still there. Bring people to Christ.  The 
questions are different.  This year’s top three live nativity scene questions asked by visitors at the 
fence included “Is your church a Christian church?”  “Do you follow the teaching of Mr. Hinshaw or 
Jesus?” “Are you kind of like the Mormon church?” You see those years and generations depicted by 
Norman in his painting of people skipping  Sunday School and Worship,  not getting Christian educa-
tion are coming back to us in a different form.  Misinformation, no information, scrambled informa-
tion - you name it - it’s out there as questions delivered by nice,  well meaning folks who politely and 
honestly ask because they are seeking something important in their life. 

In our world we know not to break the big rule – never talk about religion.  That old line 
“What do you mean invite someone to church, if they wanted to come they would show up – that’s a 
private thing”.   It’s coming back to us and only now are we asking – “Lord how do we help this world 
for you ”?

In 1959 Norman Rockwell depicted two types of people in his painting – those that go to 

church and those that don’t. Now in 2007 he would have the additional painting option of depicting 
two churches.  One church lovely and especially inviting to a special group within our society.  The 
folks that live on easy street.  The location is well away from people who ask lots of questions and 
seek answers. In fact those in attendance have purposely pulled back and gathered away from those 
who need them the most.  The other church in the painting is built on a busy road in the community 
with its doors open wide, welcoming and showing care for all that pass through the doors. Exposing 
itself to so many questions and so much need.  The people who go to this church in the painting would 
stand willing to be servants rather than to be selfishly served.  Welcoming in those that pass knowing 
all the time that it’s not going to be easy.  Lots of questions and lots of needs. 

The nativity scene stands next to the doors that open welcoming all that pass, all that don’t 
have any idea about what’s important and “how to do church”. Where would Jesus teach?  Where 
would he answer questions?  Where would he show love and care knowing that it was going to be dif-
ficult? 

Barbara Walters recently interviewed one of the big name TV pastors – she asked him ”Why 
don’t you deal with the difficult problems of today?”  His answer, “I’m not called to.” Walters asked, 
“Why do you preach prosperity for your people?“ His answer,  “I pray for my people to receive suc-
cess and raises in their life’s work.”  Why is it that his coliseum is filled each Sunday?  It’s simple…. 
People who don’t know and haven’t been taught want to be served, they don’t know any different. 
Read the Gospels – As you read listen carefully to Jesus’ words.  As Christians we are called to be 
givers not takers.  It is also the fundamental foundation of the United Methodist Church. 

Jesus was born in a barn, walked dusty roads, got kicked around, beat up on, died on a cross 
and never once wanted His followers to be people who lived separated from those with the hard ques-
tions and many needs.  The church doors and the nativity scene can teach lots of lessons.  Hinshaw’s 
focus is the same since the land was cleared for the church. (I wonder if the trees were cleared by 
hand?) Open doors for the community and a planned, clearly distinguishable cross on the steeple.  It 
all stands as a reminder of what it’s about to all that pass.  Just like the actors in the nativity scene.  
You are part of something bigger than any of us can imagine.

Prayers of Petition 

Asking God for specific wants and needs in your life, but at the same time, acknowledging your dependence 

On God’s judgment about knowing what is best for you. 

Prayers of Intercession 

Praying for the needs of others as a community, embracing the needs of all members as one body. 

 

 

 

Notes on Praying/Prayers: 
1. Prayer is personal, but not private. 

2. Must have a willingness to ask and receive. 

3. Trust that God knows best. 

4. You must ask to receive what God has already granted. 

5. Prayer becomes a part of who we are. 

6. We feel resentful when we don’t get what we THINK we 
want. 

7. Prayer requires work and energy. 

8. Prayer broadens our faith. 

9. No matter what your sin, God will love you always 

10. Prayer connects human needs and faith. 

11. Sometimes we should thank God for unanswered prayers. 

12 . FORGIVENESS – ask for it…do it…God will grant.
