 Some Reflections 
 As we begin the new year, 2008, I thought I would share with you some of the thoughts that have been on my mind 
lately.   

 "Methodism was and still is a movement of the Holy Spirit." 
  
Recently, I had the opportunity to be in conversation with some district superintendents who represent various an-
nual conferences in the Southeastern Jurisdiction.  They told me that all of the bishops and district superintendents in 
the United Methodist Church gathered at Lake Junaluska, N.C. in November of 2007.  What they told me sounds 
very encouraging.  Here is a synopsis of what I heard.  One district superintendent told me, "We talked about how 
Methodism has always been a movement of the Holy Spirit.  It was never meant to be primarily an institution.  We 
talked about how there are aspects of the institution we must allow to die so we can be more intentional about par-
ticipating again in the movements of the Holy Spirit."  Another district superintendent talked about how he was ex-
cited about a book that participants studied that was written by retired Bishop Rueben Job.  The title of the book is, 
Three Simple Rules.  These are the "three simple rules" the classes or small groups of early Methodism based daily 
practices of their Christian faith around:  "Do Good."  "Do no harm."  "Stay in love with Jesus Christ and your 
neighbor."  "What would it be like if all of the churches who are United Methodist took seriously these three simple 
rules and applied them to our lives and ministry?"  "What difference would that make?"  I rejoice that our bishops 
and district superintendents are becoming more and more intentional about inviting us to follow the movements of 
the Holy Spirit.  I believe that we have an exciting future ahead.  History has shown that God equips the Body of 
Christ to rise up and meet the challenges of each new day.  I rejoice that Hinshaw Church is experiencing new spiri-
tual growth.  We are also seeing a steady influx of new sisters and brothers into our congregation. 
  

Participation in Small Groups is essential to spiritual growth. 
  

If you're making any new year's resolutions, I encourage you to include the following:  "I will continue (or begin) 
participating in a small group that meets weekly.  The purpose of the small group is to help each other grow closer to 
Jesus Christ and grow in practices of authentic discipleship."  Please take a look at the newsletter and consider be-
coming part of one of the small groups meeting at Hinshaw such as the new "Companions in Christ" group that will 
begin meeting soon.

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Older Youth Retreat.  - Each retreat is different  — different faces and different topics.   
A fun time of great fellowship that included about three hours of sledding  at Holston Camp in 
Banner Elk.   Great discussions were held around the tables next to the huge fire place.  Scrip-
ture was researched.  Conversations and pooling of information culminated into the four scrip-
tures listed below.  Servanthood and sacrifice, stepping up and offering our life to Jesus and his 
church was discussed in depth.  Will we be His servants?  Will we share and sacrifice in real 
ways?  What is our relationship with Jesus really worth to us?   The following was written  for 
the newsletter by the group.  

 
Servanthood and Sacrifice 
(from the older youth winter spiritual life retreat) 

 
Scripture:  Mark 9:35, Mark 10:43, Hebrews 13:15, Luke 1:48 
 
 During the mountain retreat we explored the ideas of servanthood and sacrifice.  We de-
termined that you cannot have one without the other. 
 
 Sacrifice is used to describe what changes we as Christians should make to fully give to 
Christ as Christ gave for us.  Through our service we recognize Christ’s sacrifice for us, and we 
try to glorify him through our actions.  As said in Mark 9:35, “[Jesus] sat down, called the 
twelve, and said to them, ‘Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and servant of all.’”  
This illustrates the concept of sacrifice and service.  By sacrificing your pride and ego and be-
coming a servant to all you become first in God’s eyes.  So you must choose how you wish to 
sacrifice and to what degree you want to sacrifice yourself, through service, to become first in 
God’s eyes. 
 At this point in our lives, “the greatest four years of life,” it can be extremely difficult to 
put our Biblical understanding of sacrifice into practice in order to live a life of service through 
faith.  As college students, temptation and influence pull on us from all directions and service in 
the name of Christ can become arduous.  Hebrews 13:15 states, “Let us, then, always offer 
praise to God as our sacrifice through Jesus, which is the offering presented by lips that confess 
Him as Lord.”  It is important that as young adults, we remember Christ’s glory and give of 
ourselves completely in His name.  Doing so will ease the strenuous tensions that weigh upon 
us as we enter true adulthood. 
 An example of joyful service is the Live Nativity scene at church.  The Nativity Scene is 
a time of reflection and a way to take pause at the end of the year and see the world around you.  
However, to create this peaceful oasis in the middle of High Point Rd. takes both sacrifice and 
service.  The scene requires us to step up, take responsibility and sacrifice in order to complete 
this service.  We hope this serves as a rallying point for the church to see how our sacrifice and 
service affects the community and thus promotes more service within the church by others. 
 To sacrifice you must serve and to serve you must sacrifice.
