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Prayerfully Written 
  I enjoy participating in small groups in which we grow together in the Christian faith.  For 
instance, it gives me great joy to take part in the classes that are studying the "Christian Be-
liever" series entitled "Knowing God with Heart and Mind."  Furthermore, I love to gather on 
Wednesday nights for Bible Study at the Aldersgate Center.  When I read scripture and pray 
while I am alone, I experience the presence of God; however, I sense God's presence and 
The Spirit of Truth much more when I gather with at least two or three others who sit with me 
"at the feet of Jesus."  I encourage every follower of Jesus Christ to be part of a weekly gath-
ering for spiritual growth. 

  

Furthermore, I encourage every follower of Jesus Christ to enjoy the discipline of regular 
study.  For instance, presently I am reading as my devotional the book, Jesus: A Gos-
pel.  Michael O'Laughlin, the editor of this book, compiles in a very moving way many of the 
writings of Henri Nouwen.  Henri Nouwen was a Roman Catholic priest who died ten years 
ago.  He wrote some of the most inspirational material I have ever read.   

  

His writings have a simple way of speaking straight to your heart.  Recently I have been 
thinking a lot about the many ministry opportunities we offer through Hinshaw Church.  For instance, 
presently we are in great need of church school teachers of children, mentors for "The Jobs for Life" 
program, and Vacation Bible School volunteers (just to name a few).  Henri Nouwen wrote something 
that gave me hope.  He reminded me that every disciple of Jesus Christ wants to be in ministry.  Here's 
what he said.   

  

"One of the things I like to say is that if you are living in communion with God and in community with 
people you cannot do other than minister...Ministry is the over flow of your love for God and for your 
fellow human beings...Ministry happens...Jesus never did much ministry.  Jesus spoke what his heart 
was full of.  And anybody who touched him was healed.  He didn't sit people down and diagnose 
them...People touched him and were healed...Ministry isn't something you do during the day and then 
you come home and relax.  Who knows? Ministry might happen while you are relaxing...You can't solve 
the world's problems, but you can be with people." (Pages 37-38). 

  

This reminds me of something one of our Sunday School teacher's said, "I love children.  I don't know 
that I am the best with children, but I do know I love them.  I don't know teaching techniques but some 
how, some way, I am deeply touched by the children I am with on Sunday.  They are beautiful and they 
touch my heart deeply.  I don't really feel like I'm ministering to them or really doing anything special 
except that I feel like I am making myself available to them so that we can walk closer to Jesus Christ 
and share his love." 

  

Followers of Jesus Christ, we can't help but make ourselves available to be present with others.  The 
Holy Spirit will lead each of us into places of ministry, perhaps places we never dreamed possi-
ble.  Saying "Yes" to the Holy Spirit will give us great joy.   

  

These thoughts make me think about two faithful followers of Jesus Christ we will miss deeply-
Catherine Hall and Pete Yow.  Both of them made themselves available to serve as instruments of the 
living Christ.  They never gave up serving their Lord, Savior, and 
Friend: Jesus Christ.  Why? They were in love with the triune God: 
Father, Son, Holy Spirit.

Conference Experiences First Membership Decline in 15 Years

Conference secretary offers 'mixed bag' 

In his Annual Conference report, Dr. C. Denny White, conference secretary, presented what 
could be called a "mixed bag" of statistics related to the conference year 2005. He noted there 
was good news and bad news. On the negative side of the ledger, White reported that for the 
first time in 15 years, the Annual Conference experienced a net loss in membership of 646 peo-
ple. Even with this loss, he pointed out the conference still has more professing members 
(293,089) than at any time prior to the year 2004. The loss in membership was reflected in 
fewer persons received on profession of faith and transfers from other United Methodist 
Churches and other denominations. Other decreases of concern are: a decline in weekly atten-
dance at the morning worship hour (declined by 866); fewer persons baptized (166); fewer per-
sons in confirmation classes (declined by 463); fewer members in the United Methodist Men 
(down by 185); fewer members in the United Methodist Women (a decline of 1,030); and a loss 
of 1,583 in United Methodist Youth members. White also offered positive statistical news from 
2005. The conference has 62,025 people participating in Christian formation groups other than 
Sunday School. At the same time, 734 Volunteers in Mission teams. 
In terms of financial matters, White reported that property value (churches, parsonages and 
other property) in the conference had exceeded 2 billion dollars. Also, churches in the confer-
ence paid out more than $227 million for all causes. The most alarming thing about the report, 
according to White, is the payout on general church, jurisdictional and annual conference ad-
ministrative and benevolent apportionment askings was only 81%. "This being said," White 
suggested, "we can celebrate the fact that our churches paid out almost $48 million in benevo-
lent and administrative causes beyond the local church." Included in the figure for benevolent 
giving was a sum of almost $3 million for missions specials, especially for tsunami and hurri-
cane relief. In conclusion, White indicated these figures deserve prayerful and careful consid-
eration by concerned clergy and laity in the days to come. (end of reprint) 
 SOME  THOUGHTS ON HINSHAW —READ THE ARTICLE ABOVE FIRST  
Typically it’s difficult for pastors and congregations to courageously report statistical informa-
tion that isn’t very good.   Typically not a lot of time is spent on updating statistics therefore 
there are often churches with years where the information is not touched.  The “not so good” 
membership and attendance statistical news coming in might be a mild suggestion of the true 
statistical picture or the statistics may be exact. Many churches are experiencing having no 
positive statistical news. With the no positive statistical news coming out of so many places the 
publication of “not so good collective conference news” could both positively and negatively 
affect the broader church. It could have an affect on the near future and how statistics are 
openly shared by struggling churches. The sad part is the statistics don’t tell of the hours of hard 
work and ministry through relationships on the part of the clergy and the laity.  Whether there is 
success or failure, remember people are trying to be successful.  No one wants to fail for Jesus.  
It is an incredibly difficult time to be in ministry. No other time in history has our society been 
as well read, and able to grow from the Bible and free to go to church for worship and learning.  
Even with the various opportunities between denominational and nondenominational churches 
and TV church fewer folks participate.  Prior generations felt the need to volunteer through 
their church.  Folks volunteer so much outside the church there’s not much left for the church.

The church statistical numbers reflect changing ways of life, societal emphasis on faith and religion 
vs. prosperity, freedom, personal priorities and use of free time.  The numbers also reflect the strug-
gle between the denominational church and the abundance of non-denominational churches. Saving 
souls for Jesus Christ is what it’s all about – first and foremost.  Are you working through your 
church to bring people to Jesus?  Ask that question first, at every juncture and at the close this next 
section. How does Hinshaw compare statistically with the article above from the Conference Secre-
tary? 
Today - Hinshaw’s statistical report reflects accuracy and positive news.  After people joining, 
deaths and moves the net figure reflects how you are actually doing.  These numbers reflect actual 
ministry. In 2005 ………. 
Hinshaw added 10 members on profession of faith, Hinshaw added 8 from other UM Churches 
Hinshaw added 11 from other denominations, Hinshaw had 9 in confirmation class 
Hinshaw baptized 8 people, Hinshaw removed by death and other means 30 
Hinshaw had 35 people in special Christian formation groups, Hinshaw had 38 go on ASP as Volun-
teers in Mission 
Hinshaw could report that after several years of hard work,  two Sunday services, the 9:00 a.m. ser-
vice and the 11:00 a.m. service, are offered and both are stable and permanent ministries with a 
combined average Sunday worship attendance of 146. 
Hinshaw received from the conference an apportioned mandatory  direct and operating cost dollar 
amount for the operation of the general church in the amount of $27,128.00 and Hinshaw paid 
$27,128.00. Included in this amount was clergy medical insurance, clergy pension and benefit fund, 
equitable clergy compensation fund (helping to fund pastors for tiny churches), Episcopal funding 
(funding the bishop’s ministry), funding for the ministry of the district superintendent and funding 
our annual conference administrative and ministry staff.  (It is important to note that 50% of the 
churches in our conference failed to pay their total amount in this section.)  
Hinshaw also received the other ministry suggested an asking for all other conference and denomi-
national ministries to support of $17,900 which included benevolences of our conference, higher 
education and college campus ministries, health and human service ministries, world service fund, 
the United Methodist Africa University fund, the black college fund, general denominational ad-
ministration fund, interdenominational cooperative fund, jurisdictional fund for our jurisdiction of 
the UMC, and the ministerial educational fund. For 2005 all churches were asked to fund as much as 
they could with the idea that if your church was working hard to minister to the community and had 
ministries in action that some of the funds from this area could, if needed,  stay at the local church 
level. Everyone acknowledged that all the ministries at the local level and the district and conference 
level were good and important.  Hinshaw agreed and accepted $7, 691.00 and Hinshaw paid the $7, 
691.00. 
When you closely examine the report of the conference secretary and closely compare the informa-
tion for Hinshaw,  it is not an over statement to say we are working hard in ministry.  It is not an 
over statement to say we are successful. There is always more work to do in the world for Jesus.  In 
the 1990’s Hinshaw showed no open pattern of growth within the community. For ten years there 
was no pattern of growth. Tom Brokaw’s The Greatest Generation  is now aging fast . We are 
changing rapidly.  We are fortunate to show growth.   It’s interesting that just over a decade ago we 
were approached and asked if we as a church wanted to move away from High Point Road.  We as a 
church answered –no. It is interesting and sad to now hear pastors in struggling churches talk of how 
much they wish their church was in our location which suggests that churches that are isolated are 
having a difficult time. In 2006, in today’s world, is Hinshaw as we know it in the business of being 
in ministry to the community?  Are we working together to bring people to Jesus?  As United Meth-
odists, we have an obligation to bear a faithful Christian witness to Jesus Christ.�
