One of the most important lessons I enjoy sharing with confirmation classes goes something like this, “Did 
you know that there is only one of you? God has made only one of you. At no time in the history of humanity 
will there ever be a person created who is exactly like you.”  (Of course, with all the talk about cloning, some-
one might try and dispute the point.) 
 
God loves us so much he made us in his image.  This means that God wants us to share in the joy of participat-
ing in the fulfillment of his will upon the earth.  God, our heavenly Father, loves it when we make ourselves 
available to serve as persons who embody his purposes upon the earth.  
 
The prophet, Jeremiah, wrote about this.  “Now the word of the Lord came to me saying, ‘Before I formed you 
in the womb I knew you, and before you were born I consecrated you; I appointed you a prophet to the na-
tions.’  (Jeremiah 1:4-5).  At first, Jeremiah, like most prophets, objected to his calling.  God persevered.  
Eventually, Jeremiah became the mouthpiece of God.   
 
God may not have called you to be a prophet; however, he has made you to fulfill unique purposes.  I believe 
God has called us together to serve as his instruments through the community of faith we call Hinshaw Memo-
rial United Methodist Church.  What unique visions has God made you to embody?  What unique visions has 
God made our community of faith to embody?  “But how can I find out what God’s vision is for me?”   
 
We worship together and read scripture together so that we may hear the unique ways God is calling us to par-
ticipate in the endeavors he desires for us to embody.  Make daily and corporate worship along with scripture 
reading and participation in Bible study priorities in your life.  This is the draft of God’s architectural plan that 
will help you discover your part in the building.  If you have not actively participated in these sacred disci-
plines, there is no better time to get started than March 20th.  Begin by attending EVERYONE of the services 
that occur during “Holy Week” through Easter.  Think about it…there really is no greater joy than knowing 
that you are living into the visions and passions God has made you to share.

ASP Thoughts  

The Appalachia Service Project was once a dream in Reverend Glenn "Tex" Evans's heart. 
During his 13 years as director at Henderson Settlement, Frakes, Kentucky, Tex saw the 
region's immense housing need. His compassionate interpretation of the Gospel moved him 
to envision a way to meet this need while encouraging the church to be part of the solution. 
His creative plan matches high school youth to home repair projects in Central Appalachia. 
By transforming Christian faith into action, the ministry he founded (ASP) helped to allevi-
ate poverty's consequences while encouraging growth in Christian faith and stewardship. 
ASP has been associated with the General Board of Discipleship of the United Methodist 
Church since its founding in 1969. In 1969, the Appalachia Service Project's inaugural 
summer, 50 volunteers came to Union College in Barbourville, Kentucky, and repaired 4 
homes. 

Our philosophy of service has remained the same since 1969: ASP encourages people to act 
responsibly in the face of human need and injustice. By transforming faith into ASP 
service, volunteers respond to a specific need: housing. Their commitment to serve 
really is a contract with God. By putting aside selfish needs and desires, ASP volunteers 
free themselves to share talent, love, and concern with the people of Appalachia and with 
one another. More important than construction know-how is a willingness to enter commu-
nities and homes of central Appalachia with sensitivity, concern, and love - accepting peo-
ple right where they are and just the way they are.  

Today, ASP hosts nearly 15,000 volunteers each year in our Summer Ministry program and 
through year-round volunteer opportunities at our Housing Services Centers. Our goal re-
mains to make homes warmer, safer and drier. We have also retained Tex Evan's vision for 
ASP to be a relational ministry, and one could argue that ASP is a relational ministry with 
home repair and home-building on the side!
