The Por-
tuguese explorer, Pedro de Cintra, named the area along the coast&agatLion Mountains in 1462.

The British followed in the 1500s. Europeans took slaves from this area to AmericatamduBitil slavery
was abolished by Britain. In 1787, freed slaves were settled on the coast addhmameew settlement
FREETOWN. The area became a colony of Britain in 1808. In 1896, after two yeeas lmétween Africans
in the interior and the British, the interior was annexed by Britain as paktroh $eone.

On April 27, 1961, Sierra Leone became independent, thus ending its British adnonisiran years later,
on 19 April 1971, the country became a Republic, with its executive president and a niykiypgem of
government. The population of Sierra Leone is about 5.2 million. Freetown, the caphtakest of the
government and the center of all commercial activities in the country. The caudivided into 4 Prov-
inces—northern, eastern, western and southern; and 12 districts. English itaeafiguage spoken.
There are 15 other languages spoken across the country.

The climate is tropical: dry season from November to April and rainy seasarCictober to May. The aver-
age temperature is 80 degrees during the dry season.

The federal law that established "daylight savinget in this
country does not require any area to observe daydigving time. But if a state
chooses to observe DST, it must follow the staréind ending dates set by the
law. From 1986 to 2006 this has been the first &y April to the last Sunday
in October.

In Aug. 2005, Congress passed an energy bill titided extending Daylight
Saving Time by about a month. Beginning in 2007TDMI start the second
Sunday of March and end on the first Sunday of Mdwer adding about a
month to daylight saving time.
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Trustees - Incorporation of Hinshaw

The Western North Carolina Conference Board of Trustees has provided eathichiiecconference in-
formation regarding incorporation as a means of insulating church members feamgbdiability from
lawsuits, particularly those regarding misconduct of church officiadsmmoyees. Under the current state
law, members of an unincorporated church can be sued: that is, in the event the church doesuifit have
cient resources (insurance, property, etc.) to satisfy the suit. As you lzadedmne religious organiza-
tions have had jury verdicts against them of astronomical amounts. Certainly we dmnhttisito happen

to us and particularly not to our members.

Therefore, in view of this situation; our Church Trustees and Church Council have voted talpeiisue
corporation of our Church. It should take a couple of months to complete the process. Whenever our
Church is incorporated, the name will Henshaw Memorial United Methodist Church, Inc. and the
trustees of the church will become the board of directors. With this change wemtiiue to function as a
nonprofit organization, and your gifts to the church will continue to be taxed deductiblen@Guithere
