Thank you for serving Guilford County. We the undersigned members of Hinshaw Memorial United
Methodist Church request that you do your best to increase the amount of prison time served in the
case of felony hit and run. On December 6, 2004 a member of our congregation, Charrisse Renee
Bowman, was the victim of an automobile related "hit and run" that occurred on Romaine Street, a
short distance from our gathering place-4501 High Point Road. As a result of the injuries caused by
this accident, she died at Moses Cone Hospital on December 16, 2004. Today the young man who
pleaded guilty to the felony hit and run received the maximum sentence of eight to ten months prison
time with work release.

We, the undersigned members of Hinshaw Memorial United Methodist Church, request that stricter
sentences be passed for persons convicted of felony "hit and run."”
