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Prayerfully Written

In the past, we have had to do a lot of "catching 
up" during the last few months of the year.  Let's begin catching up now.  Let us make the most 
important investments we can make with the money God has entrusted to us by giving to Hin-
shaw Church's ministries.  These ministries go toward reaching people in name of Jesus Christ 
touching their spiritual/relational/ and physical needs.
