You can protect yourself with a fraud alert placed with one of the three natiocevidemer re-
porting agencies. If you are not already a victim of identity theft thuel fagert lasts for 90 days
and then you will have to reinitiate the alert again and again. If you ariedngou must do it

for both you and your spouse. You can seek an extended alert that stays in yousélesh
years. A fraud alert makes it more difficult for someone to get creditinname. There is no
cost. The call has to only be placed with one agency and they report the request ta the othe
agencies.
